*Use restroom 
before class and 
activities.  
 
 

 
*Arrive on time. 
 
*Wash your hands 
before meals. 
  

 
*Line up with 
peers before 
climbing stairs. 
 
 
 

 
*Bring your library 
books the day 
before library 
class. 
 

 
*Bring a good 
attitude to school 
and greet 
everyone. 
 
*Arrive to school 
on time. 
 

 
*Bring playground 
equipment with you. 
 
*Bring your coats, 
hats, gloves needed 
for playing outside. 

 
*Have all of the 
items you need to 
get ready in the 
morning 
organized. 
 

 
*Have all 
materials needed 
for the activity. 
 
*Be on time to 
activities. 
 
*Have money 
ready if needed.

*Open and close 
locker doors 
quietly.

*Take only what is 
yours.

*Keep your hands 
on your tray/table 
and keep your 
hands off others’ 
things. 
 
*Say “please and 
thank you” to 
cafeteria staff.  
 
*Keep unkind 
thoughts to 
yourself.

*Keep lockers 
organized and 
clean without 
reminders. 

 
*Wash hands when 
finished with 
restroom. 
 
*Use two paper 
towels to dry hands. 
 
 

 
*Get your tray and 
food without help. 
 
*Get drinks or 
other supplies after 
asking staff first for 
permission. 
 
*Sit in your seats. 
 
 

 
*Use the railing 
when you use 
the stairs. 
 
*Keep your 
hands to 
yourself. 
 
*Watch where 
you are going. 

 
*Use a bookmark 
when looking at 
books on 
bookshelves. 
 
*Sit quietly in 
chairs when done 
looking for books. 
 
*Use one pillow 
for seating.

*Remember to 
get all personal 
items, without 
help, from the 
gym to your 
locker or class.
